(IIT)  To develop a curriculum for reading strategies in order to nurture critical

thinking skills and facilitate ‘Reading to Learn’

Achievements:

The Reading Workshops scheme was implemented at all levels.
A school-based reading curriculum (Appendix I) was devised.

Evaluation was done on the school-based reading curriculum. Data collected was used in
the reflection. 83% of the students were able to use the reading strategies acquired to
complete specific tasks.

Regular co-planning sessions mainly for teaching of reading were scheduled after school.
During the sessions, local English teachers and NETs evaluated activities and students’
performances of the previous week and jointly decided the language focuses and tasks for
the coming lesson.

Teaching of reading was found to be a good entry point for the infusion of critical
thinking skills. PM Series story books, big books, chapter books and NET self-devised
materials were adopted as teaching materials. The achievements came when:

a. suitable topics were chosen
b. varied and appropriate questioning techniques enabled and guided student thinking

c. there were controversial issues for students to discuss

P.2 and P.3 students read at the appropriate level for their abilities. This was enabled by
completion of a Running Records. This entailed the NET testing the students individually,
which also showed the NET year, class and individual reading abilities.

School-based professional development workshop on Reading Workshops was organized
and conducted by NET and Panel Chairperson.

Ms. Wedgwood, Advisory Teacher of EMB, visited the school regularly and gave full
support to the school-based reading curriculum.

Reflections:

Reading strategies can be systematically infused into daily comprehension exercises.

Comprehension exercises should be refined to provide a greater variety of question types,
reading skills and strategies. More ‘Wh’ questions can be asked which prompt students to
discern the main idea, draw inferences and make comments on main characters.

A school-based professional development workshop on sharing good practices on Reading
Workshops should be organized for each term.

The school-based reading curriculum Evaluation form should be refined to make it
user-friendly.

Teachers should take a more active role at least twice a year in attending EMB NET
Scheme workshops/seminars.
